Abstract: The Somali piracy is evolving into a serious non-traditional
threat to the international maritime security as it is becoming better organ- -
ized and more regularized due to the inefficient international joint military
actions, exacerbating domestic turmoil in Somalia and the busy-as-usual
maritime transportation on the Somali waters. Discouraging anti-terror
campaign in Somalia and East Africa, increasingly violent anti-piracy op-
erations and the tendency for terrorism and piracy to converge are the fun-
damental factors that are bringing the Somali piracy closer to
terrorism. State-sponsored anti-piracy operations will eventually phase out
and private security companies will emerge to take on the tasks of armed

maritime escort and the fight against piracy.

Abstract: Tanganyika, Togo and Cameroon under Britain in the
Tropical Africa had undergone the colonial rule under German and the
mandate by Britain before they had become the Trust territories by Brit-
ain.

Among different colonial rule forms during
those times, we have found the changes of colonial measures had different
role for political and economic aspects. Comparing to these mandated and

trust territories, there are various results, in which Britain had economic
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transforming or let things drift.

The cause of Zimbabwe’s land Problems

Abstract; the land is the window to recognize Zimbabwe. Zimbabwe's
land problems have a long history, and the land reform is just a fuse to
these problems. The White seized lands of the Black and legitimized it in
the early era of colonization. After independence, the government began
to undertake land reform and change the unequal situation of land distribu-
tion. However, because of various contradictions interwoven, the pro-
gress was slow. The outside donors criticized the reform and terminated
their assistances. The government of Mugabe expropriated the White's
farm lands, which resulted in domestic economic crisis and sanctions from
the West. The biggest challenge Zimbabwe now confronted with is how to
make farmers have lands and the lands can be managed, then realize agri-

cultural harvest and step out of economic trouble.
